ü The South Pacific Aquarium is not being 

renovated or replaced and will be open 

during your visit.

ü The North Pacific Aquarium will be slowly 

transforming into an holding area for animals 

that will be moving to the new aquarium. We 

plan to close this aquarium to visitors on 

March 30th, 2018. However, restrooms on 

the lower level will remain open.

ü The new Pacific Seas Aquarium is 

scheduled to open in the summer of 2018 

and will be home to hammerhead sharks, 

sea turtles, eagle rays and many other 

marine creatures from Baja California. 

This aquarium will also be the new home to 

many of our North Pacific Aquarium 

residents. New habitats will also include a 

California kelp forest habitat and Japanese 

spider crabs!
